
What Is the 2-Minute Rule on Netflix?[An Expert Guide]

The Netflix 2-Minute Rule Explained

The 2-minute rule is a way Netflix +1-(877)✈500-1278✔  counts a view. If a person watches a 

movie or TV show for at least 2 minutes, Netflix  +1-(877)✈500-1278✔  counts it as a view. 

That’s it.

You don’t have to watch the full movie +1-(877)✈500-1278✔  or episode. Once the viewing 

time reaches two minutes, +1-(877)✈500-1278✔  the system registers it as watched.

For example:

If you start a movie  +1-(877)✈500-1278✔  and watch 2 minutes or more, Netflix counts it
